Get training – 
learn new skills

Our Wheelchair Skills Training is a great way to get 
more in control of your wheelchair and become more 
independent. 

“ Because of my Wheelchair Skills Training I’ve been 
getting a lot more confi dent, I have even been able 
to reverse through the front door of my house for 
the fi rst time ever!”

Wheelchair Skills Training courses last for around 12½ 
hours, broken down between 3 and 6 sessions. You’ll 
learn everything from how to travel in different directions 
and avoid obstacles to looking after your wheelchair, 
road safety and journey planning.
 
With fun, interactive Skillz for Life Training you’ll pick 
up the skills you need as a young disabled person 
on the road to adulthood. Sessions are held at our 
Ambassador Clubs around the UK and deal with 
everything from communication skills, writing a CV 
to public speaking and media training. The e-learning 
website is a fun, interactive tool that also lets you stay 
in touch with trainers and other members between 
sessions. You can even come out of the training with 
an accredited qualifi cation in Personal Development 
which is awarded by the Open College Network.
